Yes, it's time for a new edition, but as Insider's hasn't done 
one for 8 years (and doesn't have it in plans at least untill mid-2010) I don't think they'll do a new edition of this title, 
so while this is still in press, it's really a good idea to buy it.3 of 3 people found the following review helpful.
