There's Lord Byron on Venice, Herman Melville on Padua, Michael Ondaatje on Tuscany, Charles
Dickens on Genoa, Richard Wilbur on Rome, Mark Twain on Naples, and Calvin Trillin on Sicily, for afeast of fine
literature set in glorious surroundings.From Library Journalln her collection of 19th- and 20th-century British and
American authors writing about Italy, Powers (The Brooklyn Reader, LJ 12/93) has chosen the somber, brooding
poetry of the Romantics?Robert Browning, Byron, and Shelley?and the self-reflective contemporary verses of Joseph
Brodsky, Richard Wilbur, and Charles Wright. She represents the American and British confrontation with Italian
manners through two short stories (by Malamud and Wharton) and in excerpts from the fiction of Forster, James, and
John Mortimer, among others. Conversely, Cahill (Wise Women, LJ 5/1/96), whose selections are exclusively by
women, hasincluded the ballads of Francesca Alexander and a poem by Elizabeth Barrett Browning. Focusing on the
effect of Italy's sensual pageant on visitors emotional and psychological makeup, she selects the fiction of Francine
Prose, Elizabeth von Arnim, and Shirley Hazzard. Travel literature formsthe largest segment of both anthologies.
