We survived the perfect storm.By Magnus Johnsonl was on the other boat, the Northern Pride and met Matt briefly in
London. We travelled together to Cape Town and spent a few hours on the quayside before we joined ship and went
our separate ways.

My ship was bigger (and didn't sink) but
we had our fair share of problems - inadequate radio mast, autopilot stopped working, clogged filters, life rafts
strapped down so that they would not have deployed even if we had sunk. The most appalling thing to me was the fact
that the crew were untrained, poorly equipped (as Matt's book relates) and were paid something like US$20 a week for
12 hrsaday, 7 days aweek.
